We are feeling the effects of the inflating shipping costs.  Due to the water weight being the main   
issue in the cost of shipping, shipping more then one koi at a time can help cut down the cost of  
shipping. But, it has become confusing on how to mix different sizes of koi to ship safely in the same 
box. We have come up with a point system, similar to koi clubs stocking point system for koi shows. 
Below you will see how many point each size is worth. You can mix and match sizes until the points 
add up to the maximum number that your desired box size will hold.  

New Shipping Point System

Up to 29 Points = $70+ Max size in box 12” 

30-54 Points = $90+ Max size in box 17” 

55-99 Points = $125+ Max size in box 20” 

100-240 Points = $175+ Max size in box 28”

On EBay we will be auction-
ing a variety of koi of differ-
ent sizes. 

The koi won on EBay can be 
shipped, mostly via USPS 
Express Over Night. This 
service is door to door ship-
ping. For larger box orders 
we will ship via airline to 
your closest airport. If ship-
ping by airline is necessary 
we will be in contact with 
the buyer to make flight 
arrangements.  

We have been asked to ship 
the koi on lower services, 
but due to the lack of guar-

antee of arrive time with 
the lower services we can 
not risk a live animal not 
reaching its destination on 
time. We hope all koi hob-
byist can understand where 
we are coming from on this 
issue.  

To help with shipping cost 
we are offering “combined 
shipping” Koi can be pur-
chased from different auc-
tions and shipped together. 
We will hold the koi up to 7 
days for combined orders. 
Please use are above point 
system to assist in combin-
ing orders. 

EBay koi are welcome to be 
picked up during our retail 
hours: Sat 10-3pm and Sun 
12-3pm. 

We would like to assure 
buyers that the picture of 
the koi you are bidding on 
in in fact the koi you will be 
receiving. We do not dis-
play “sample variety” pho-
tos. If for any reason the koi 
you purchased can not ship, 
we will contact you with a 
replacement or refund. 

All transactions can be done  
quickly and easily thru  Pay 
Pal.
